Durnal latitudes obtained in Pulkovo with zenith-telescope ZTF-135 during  1904-1941 and1948-2005 by seven Talkott – programs are represented. In 1941-1948 observations could not carried out because of  destroying  of Pulkovo observatory during the second world war. After reconstruction of observatory ZTF-135 was installed  to the south from the previous place so  latitudes of second period  were decreased by  1".599. 

The programs were made in such a way as to be observed during 20 years and to guarantee  the maximum inclusion  of the same stars of list. Several stars were observed during all period. Besides in 1915-1928 and 1955-1962 the observations were made «from sunset to sunrise» to investigate diurnal latitude variations.

All files are given in HIPPARCOS system and reduced in ICRS system with the model IAU2000A (Convention 2000).
